received, within eight years of program completion(s). For students who obtain the TEACH Grant for both undergraduate and graduate study, a four-year teaching obligation is required for each educational program (Bachelors, Masters) for which 
the grant was received. In certain circumstances, a recipient may fulfill multiple four-year obligations simultaneously.  If the 
four-year teaching obligation is not met, the grant will be converted to an unsubsidized Direct Loan and must be repaid 
with interest. Once a grant is converted to a loan, it cannot be converted back.
